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SUBSTANTIATTION:

On 13 Sep 72, Mr. Alfred KASSAR, Step-father of Colette MacDONALD, wrote a
letter to the US Attormey, Raleigh, NC, and COMUSACTDC, stacing that ha had
developed information that a girl, identified by this effice as Miss LARSEN, had
been seen kissing Jeffrey MacDONALD in the latter part of 1969, at the Patchogue
Long Island, NY train station and at the time, Miss LARSEN was crying. Further,
that Miss LARSEN is alleged to have moved from Mew York to California three days
after the MacDONALD murders. Mr. KASSAB reported that Miss LARSEN fits the
description of the female alleged to have been seen on a street corner a few
blocks from the MacDUMALD residence on the night of the murders as related by
5P4 MICA during his Article 32 testimony.

CID Agent Audria L. METCALF, New York Fleld Office, FLirst Regiom, USACIDC,
Brooklyn, NY, prepared z written statement concerning his interview of Mr. and
Mrs. Florence WHITBECK, East Patchogue, NY, whereas Mrs. WHITBECK stated that
during the first week of Saptaember 1969 she tock her daughter to the train statien
at Patchogue, NY at which time she observed Jeffrey MacDONALD and Miss LARSEN
kissing at which time Miss LARSEY was crying. Mrs. WHITBECK related that she has
known both MacDOWALD and Miss LARSEM since their high school years.

CID Agent GROTTS prepared a written statement concerning the conduct of this
investigation which revealed that Miss LARSEN was emploved as an Execurive Sscretary
at Clairol Ine., 343 Park 4venue, NY, during the period 13 March 1969 until 13
Hovember 1970 and that she was present for work on beth 16 and 17 February 1570.
Further, that the records of flight manifests for Pledmont Airlines who serviced
the Fayetteville, NC area in 1970 have since been destroyed thus precluding
determining if Miss LARSEN traveled by air to the Fayetteville/Fort Bragg area
en the dates in question. A check of motor vehicle records for the state of New
York revealed chat Misg LARSEN surrendered her New York Drivers License for a
California State Drivers License on 1l Dee 70. CID Agent GROTIS further relates
that based upon checks of other employment, neighborhood by postal records, and
information related by KASIAD as haviog Leen developed by he and his wite from
relatives and acquaintances; Miss LARSEN was reared in Medford Lomg Island, NY
which is about two miles from Jeffrey MacDONALD's hometown of Patchogue, NY. Miss
LARSEN dated Jeffrey MacDONALD regularly during his high school senicr and college
freshman years during an {ntermediate break in his pre-marriage relationship with
Colette MacDONALD. From 1961 until 1969, Miss LARSEN was steadily employed first
in Patchogue, Long Island and theo in Plainview Long Island, NY during which time
she lieted ner residence ag the home of her fathay at 77 Oregon Ave., Medford Long
Island, WY, which is within easy commuting distance of both towns. Later, while
employed at Clalirol Inec., she listed her address as 7L
: Susan UBBANIAK, a long time friend of Colette MacDONALD fold Mrs,
Mildrad FASSAB that Colette had once confided in her that she considered Miss
LARSEN ag her major rival and considered her the only possible threat to hep
mAarriage. Mrs. URBANLAK further related to Mrs. KASSAR another incident reported
to her by Colette MacDONALD whereas, believed to have been at the MacDONALD apartment
in Chicage, I1I, Colette discovered Jeffrey MacDONALD kissing another female while
sitting on a couch and Colette kicked Jeffrey MacDOMALD om the shins. Colatte
MacDONALD did not identify the female te URBANIAK. Ellie FWIATEOSKEI, a friend of
the KASSAB's and former acquaintance of Miss LARSEN, is the person from whom Mr.
FASSAB raceived his information that Miss LARSEN departed New York for Californis
three days after the murder. HMrs. KASSAE, in a subsequent conversation with

EWIATHOSKI determined that EWIATKOSKI did not have any factual informarion as %o

the exact date that Miss LARSEN moved te Califormia; onlvy that a former clagsmate
arrempting to nocilfy Miss LARSEN of their class reunion, telephoned Miss LARSEK's
mokther and was allegedly advised that Miss LARSEW had moved to California and was
not piving ¢ut her new address. HWIATKOSKI further advised Mrs. XASSAR that Miss
LARSEN in cthe past, circulated information that either on the date of the marriage

of Colecte and Jeffrey MacDONALD, or the day before, Miss LARSEN was at her job

at Sweezy & Wewlin Department Store, Patchogue Long Island, WY when Jeffrev MacDONWALD
visited the store. Upon departing work for the day, Miss LARSEX found a note from
Jeffrey MacDONALD in her ecar. KWIATKOSKL bad no knowledge of the concents of the
atleged nore. Bonnie STEPHANSON, wife of Colette's brother, told Mr. KASSAE that

she attended a birthday party for Jeffrey MacDOWALD's mother at MarDONALD's mother's
home 2t wWhich cime, Miss LARSEN was chere, escsrted by Jay MacDOMALD. latre pointed
HMiss LARSEN put to STEPEANSCH as 2 former girlfriend of Jeffrey MacDOWALD. During
the party, {olette expressed some jealousy that MacDONALD's Mother allowed Miss
LARSEN to open some of her gifts; as if che were including Miss LARSEY a5 a mecher
of the family rather than Colette MacDONALD. Carol ANDERSOR, Mrs. HASSAR's niece,
teld Mr. XASSAB that she also attended the birthday party but does not knew ot

recall Mige LARSEM. She did relate, however, a rumer that the summer following
Jefirey MacDOWALD's first year of marriage he was working for Building Ventures, Inc.
at Montack Leng Island, WY and had a brief affair with a Gloria Loyd, & diverced
woman working for the same company.

CID Agent GROTTS further relates that coordinatiom with COL ¥EMWETH WEINSTEIN,
Commanding O0ffizer, Sixth Begion, USACIDG, Presidic of San Francisco, CA, revealed
that Miss LARSEN is presently living at her listed address and rchar a discreet in-
quiry revealed no known contact with Jeffrey MacDONALD while livimg at this address.

On 16 Qet 72, I reviewed the employment records of SWEEIY & NEWLIG Department
Store, f#1 W. Main St, Patchogue, Long Island, WY and determined that Miss Carcle
Mae LARSEN, Soclal Security Account Nr . b . was employed there from May 1961
until December 1965, At the time she listad her address as Oregon Ave, Medford, Long
Island, WY. she left no forwarding address.

On the same date, at the Medford Lomg Island, NY Post Office I interviewed the
Postmaster, Mr Gerald J. MULDERIG and determined freom him that Miss LARSEN secill
has mail delivered in her name to her father's address{Father: Charles LARSEN)

oL MULDERIG kmows Mr LARSEN personally and
advised that one of LARSEN's daughters lives in Califernia but he does not know if
thia is Carole or not,

On 16 Oct 72, Detective Sergeant ... 7T¢& o Suffolk County Folice, Hauppabe
Long Island, WY, contacted the State Motor Vehicle Departwent, NY and determined
that on 1l Dec 70, Carple Mae LARSEN, date of birth: 13 Jun 44, surrendered her
Hew York State Drivers License for &4 Califernia Scate Drivers License.

On 17 Oct 72, T reviewed the employment records of American Cyanimid-Fiat
Products Co., #1 Michael Cour:, Plainview, Long Island, NY and determined thar
Miss LARSEN was employed there from February 1965 unedil 27 Feb 69, ar which time she
resigned. During employment she again listed her address as 7 e

ic She left no forwarding address.

On 17 Oet 72, information was received from 6th Begion, USACIDC, Presidic of
San TFranclsco, California that a check of Motor Vehicle and State Drivers License
records for Califormia revealed a.Drivers License issued to a Carole Mae LARSEN,

On 17 Ozt 72, Detective 7& ., Suffolk County Police, Hauppage, Long
Island, NY, advised that he knows Miss LARSEN. TS | after contacting a mutual
friend, advised that Miss LARSEN as late as December 1971 was using a mailing address
of T 411 three of the above cited

California addresses are in close proximity in the San Mateo, CA area.

On 18 Qct 72, I checked the employment records of CLAIROL Iac, 345 Park Ave.,
WYC, NY and determined that Carole Mae LARSEN was employed there from 13 Mar 6% until
13 Hov 70. The only record of days abseot from work were on 17 thru 20 May 70, which
Were accuwmulated half-days and 21, 24 and 25 May 1970 for the entire year of 1370.
During thia period of employment, Miss LARSEN listed her address as

indication of planned future place of employment.

Contact with Pledmont Airlines at La Guardia Airpore, Flushing, NY revealed that
records of flight manifeses are maintained in Winston-Salem, MC. Contact with Mr
Walt RYCZEK, Reservations Manager, Pledmont Adrlinmes, Winston-Salem, NC revealed

-
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that manifest reeords for 1970 have already been destroyed. During 1970,
Pledment was the only airlines servicing Fayetreville, NC.

On 1 Nov 72, this cffice was in receipt of a cassette tape from Mr
Alfred KASSAB which bears recorded telephone conversatfons between Mr ang
Mrs KASSAB and variocus friends. They were evaluated as follows:

20 Oct 72: Telephone conversation between Mrs Mildred KASSAE and
Susan URBANIAK, a longtime friend of Colette MacDONALD. URBANTAX told
Mrs XASSAB that in the past, Colette confided in her that she, Colette,
considered Carole Mae LARSEN to be her only poesible rival of any conse-
quence. Mo specificas, just talked in gemeral terms that she considered
Carole a threat to her marriage. Colette further telated to Susan URBANTAK
that she, Colette, cnce caught her husband, Jeffrey MacDOWALD, kissing another
female while sitting on a couch and Colerte then kicked J. MacDONWALD in the
shins. URBANIAK thought from recollection that this incident rook place in
the MacDONALD apartment when they lived in Chicago. Colette did not identify
the female to URBANIAK.

20 Oct 72: Telephone conversation between Mildred ¥ASSAR and Ellie
KWIATKOSKI, a former classmate of Carole Mae LARSEN. KWIATEOSKI is the
source that told Mr KASSAB that Carole Maec LARSEN moved to California about
three days after the murders. On thia tape, KWIATKOSKI clarifies that she
does not knew when LARSEN moved to California. Only that chey were having
4 class reunion and one classmate called Carole's mother to get a point of
contact and the mother told her that Carole had moved to California but
would not give her address. FKWIATKOSKI further advised Mrs KASSAB that
LARSEN told her that on the day of the marriage of Jeffrey and Colette
MacDONALD, or the day before, Carcle was at her job at SWEEZY & NEWLIN
Department Store in Patchogue Long Island, NY and that Jeffrey came in the
store that day. When LARSEN quit work to go home she found a note from
Jeffrey MacDONWALD in her car. No further on contents of the note.

21 Oct 72: Telephone conversation between Mr KASSAB and Beonnie STEPHANSON,
Colette's brother's wife: At a birthday party for Jeffrey MacDOWALD's mether,
Carele Mae LARSEN was present, escorted to the party by Jay MacDONALD, brother
to Jeffrey MacDONALD, Colerte pointed out Miss LARSEN to Bonnic as a former
girlfriend of Jeffrey's and stated that she was relieved to see that Carele was
not as attractive as before. Coletie did express some jealousy that
MacDONALD ' smother allowed Miss LARSEN to open some of her gifts;: as 1if she
wera including LARSENW in the family rather than Colette. Bonnie STEPHANSON
further deseribed Jeffrey MacDONALD's acticns as "changed" in about the last
year before the murders as he would not exhibit any friendly overtures toward
STEPHANSON which should be natural due to their family ties.

21 Oct 72: Telephone conversation batwaeen Mr KASSAB and Carcl ANDERSON,
former friend of Calette. She does not know or recall Carole Mae LARSEM,
although she did attend the birthday party described by STEPHANSOM. She

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did knaw of a rumor that during the summer Eollowing his marriage, Jeffrey MacDONALD
was working for Building Ventures, Inc., a company out of Islip Loag Island, Y who
were doing construction werk in the Montack Long Island srea when he was caught

in an ciffice having relations with a female emplovee, a divorcee believed ro be
Gloria LOYD, and she was fired as a2 result.

On 20 Get 72, Mr. KASSAB identified Mrs, Floreace WHITBECK, East Patchogue, Long
Island, WY as the source of information concerning Jeffrey MacDOWALD kissing Carole
Mae LARSEN at the train statica in Patchogue in 1969. Mrs. WHITBECK was interviewed
on 21 Qct 72 and the resulrs of chat incerview are deseribed In the accached AGENT'S
STATEMENT of CID Agent METCALF, dated 21 Oet 72.

On & Nov 72, the Commanding Officer, Sixth Hegion, USACIDC, Presidio of 3an
Francisco, California, advised this office that discreet inquiry revealed that Carola
Mae LARSEN now lives at . TS .

The telephone directory lists telephone =&  to C. LARSEN anrd there i no recerd
of her making any telephene calls to Los Angeles. She owns a Havy-blue Volkswagen,
License #California 148CDM. Her place of employment was not determined.
