And the transcript reflects, "Well, I -- you want me
to describe how I first spotted her, or what?"
Madden: "I would like you to describe the particular
location where you found her and exactly who was in
her company at that time." Beasley: "I staked out
1108 Clark Street, that was in Fayetteville, and
that was where Helena lived with this group of
hippies or so-called hippies. It was about 2:30 on
the morning of the 18th. A cream-colored"-- I'm
sorry -- that's "A cream or light-colored car pulled

into the driveway. I saw Helena in the car and I
